What is meant by “assurance”?


By “assurance of salvation” we mean the intellectual and spiritual certainty that you belong to God, that you possess eternal salvation.

A. 2 Timothy 1:12.  The “key words” in the verse are K_ _ _ and P _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _.

Why do we need assurance of salvation?

What is the basis of assurance of salvation?


Many Christians base their assurnce of salvation upon personal FEELINGS.

You have something MORE than feelings to go by – the UNCHANGING WORD OF GOD.  

1 John 5:11-12

There are three grounds for your assurance:

A. The PERSON of God

B. The PROMISES of God

B. Thank God for His gift of salvation (Romans 6:23)

C. Make a public testimony before others (1 John 4:15)

D. Attend church services as much as possible (Hebrews 10:25)

E. Live a righteous life (Isaiah 32:17)
